Housing and accommodation has become a major problem in many countries and cities in the 
world. The number of homeless people is growing as many people are not able to buy or rent a 
house. The price of houses is the main reason why many people, especially the poor cannot own a 
house and live a decent life. 

In Cameroon, as the economy develops, house priees continue to rise exponentially. Moreover,. 
with the Anglophone crisis sorne people must leave their community to stay elsewhere. The greater 

. the number of people are, the greater the nuniber of accommodations are needed. That' s why there 
.1re several homeless people around us. 1 

Looking for an appropriate accommodatior In citie~ demands a lot of money and .time. To solve 
that problem, many people turn to real estate agencles to help them find a solutlOn. These are 
professionals who represent buyers or sellers tenants or Landlords in a real estate transaction. They 
usually work on commission, that is, they arj being paid a percentage of the renting or sale priee. 
The more money the customer pays for the accommodation, the more money the real estate agent 
makes. This .simply means that not eVerybodylcan pay for their services. 

Another way of looking for an appropriatel accommodation is to browse the internet and find out 
if proprietors advertise their houses or hotelS. This method is more economical, but it asks for a 
mastery of ICT $601s. Here the only thing people will pay for is the internet data. Another advantage 
is the fact that there is no intermediary between the tenant and the landlord. The tenant will pay the 
exact amount agreed with the proprietor. 

Finding an accommodation is not an easy task. What about finding one that responds to your 
expectations and your needs? The price you pay for has to do with its standing. If you are looking 
for a mode;n house with large rooms, a balcony and a yard for example, make sure you have 
200.000 franès cfa. The more dec'ent you went a house,the more money you will spend on it. 

The government has its own responsibility as far as accommodation and housing is concerned. 
They have to care for the poor for there to be fewer homeless people. They should also he able to 
fix the prices of homes in a harmonized way. As the number of people increases, these measures 
will continually be needed. '
